Welcome to the latest issue of the Humanitarian Bulletin journal!

This scientific collection, founded and published by Cherkasy State
Technological University, has been in print for a quarter of a century. As a print
media and electronic scientific resource, it has joined the international sphere of
distribution, as can be seen from its expanded title: HUMANITARIAN BULLETIN.

Traditionally, the pages of this scientific publication feature articles by highly
qualified scientists as well as students of various educational levels. This enhances
the culture of academic writing among talented university students and involves
researchers in scientific analysis and consideration of current issues in the field of
political philosophy. Scientific tools of the publications include the analysis of
theoretical sources, content analysis, and philosophical analysis.

In the current issue, the authors explore the evolution of the role of
communications as the main architect of corporate culture in an innovation-driven
world. It also examines the integration of artificial intelligence (Al), machine learning
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(ML), and deep learning (DL) in the formation of corporate culture, which has
influenced the emergence of new communication practices, models, and processes.

National security issues are considered in the context of Ukraine's National
Security Concept, in particular with regard to the conceptual and categorical
apparatus of theoretical and methodological foundations of national security in line
with contemporary research by Ukrainian scholars. The main objects of protection
in terms of national security are defined as a triad consisting of the following
components: the individual, society, and the state.

The multidimensional nature of identity formation in modern education is
explored, the main risks associated with hybrid threats, information warfare,
cyberattacks, psychological and social vulnerability are outlined, and the role of
teachers and educational policy in protecting identity and cognitive security is
emphasised.

The attention is focused on the processes, models, and practices of legal
regulation of the information space in the context of modern information and
political challenges and threats. To counter media structures that effectively function
as the aggressor's information weapon, Ukraine is creating a unified legal ecosystem
where traditional and digital media are subject to common rules. The combined
model of information security combines ‘“hard” countermeasures (sanctions,
blocking, restrictions on the activities of hostile media) with “soft” instruments of
influence (media education, strategic communications, development of critical
thinking).

Today in Ukraine, the philosophical understanding of the ideology of
nationalism of Mykola Mikhnovsky is being actualised. The author analyses his
activities and vision of the national idea in the context of modern democratic values.
It is emphasised that Mikhnovsky's statist position plays a key role in the process of
building the modern political subjectivity of the state.

We invite you, dear readers and connoisseurs of philosophical research, to
join scientific discussions on the issues proposed for consideration.
